Only Fencers who are eligible for the 2024 Junior World Championship will be allowed to to enter

Provinces may enter up to 2 teams per event, an A and a B team
Fencers competing in team events have to participate in the preceding same weapon Senior
Championship Individual event to qualify for the Senior National Team event held on the same
weekend on the same day. This refers to the individual event held the current year.
Each Team consists of three fencers, with or without a reserve.
Teams will be ranked according to the individual team members' ranking on the National Ranking
System (Prior to the start of the Senior Nationals).
The competition will be run by integral direct elimination with a direct elimination table which may
be incomplete.
Gold, Silver and Bronze Medals will be awarded for team matches, with a match for Bronze, as only
one set of Bronze medals will be awarded.
